FAQ #3. What exactly has the Clergy of the Catholic Church said about Holy Love
Ministries?

On November 11, 2009, the former Bishop of Cleveland, Richard Lennon, took
action with respect to Holy Love Ministries located in Elyria, Ohio. Before this
however, the previous Bishop of Cleveland, Anthony Pilla, and an Archbishop of
the Church, Gabriel Ganaka, had each taken other actions which also weigh in on
this case, especially as it pertains to two aspects of Canon Law. Let me
summarize the whole picture as | have come to understand it.

Canon Law

First, Bishop Lennon, in his 2009 decree declared the apparitions and revelations
not supernatural in origin and has forbid Catholic priests from celebrating the
Sacraments at the Elyria site. He also admonished (encouraged) his Diocesan
Catholics not to visit the site, but did not forbid them. (1)

Bishop Lennon did not address pilgrims from Diocese other than his own. Also,
he did not tell Cleveland Diocesan Catholics to refrain from reading or studying
the Holy Love messages which are all available on the internet. Since 1966,
Canon law allows all Catholics to read, speak about, write about and distribute
private revelation without Church approvals, as long as they are not contrary to
Church teaching regarding faith and morals. The Catechism of the Catholic
Church says that by reading and studying private revelation, the faithful can
“discern and welcome in these revelations whatever constitutes an authentic call
of Christ” (2) If Catholics were not allowed to read these, how could they
“discern and welcome”?

The Cleveland Diocese had a panel of doctors and theologians studying these
messages as far back as 1983. (3) If they had found these contrary to faith and
morals, Bishop Lennon would have said so, but he did not. Reverend Frank
Kenney S.M., ST.D. - Doctor of Marian Theology, Catholic University of America
was this visionary’s Spiritual Director for many years and knows the content of
the messages and the character of the visionary, Maureen Sweeney-Kyle, better
than any other. Fr. Kenney affirms these messages: “The fundamental message
of Holy Love is at the heart and center of the teachings of Christ and His Church.
Loving God and loving our neighbor sums up all His teaching.” He also explains
this aspect of Canon law concerning our freedom to read, speak about and
studying private revelations. (4)(http://holylove.org/endorsement.php?id=27).

Second, Holy Love Ministries is not an exclusively “Catholic” ministry but is
Ecumenical and International. Itis “catholic” as in “universal”. Since 1994, these
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messages from Heaven have been addressed by Our Lord and His Mother to “all
peoples and all nations”. Under Canon Law, an Ecumenical Catholic ministry is
not subject to the authority of the local Bishop, but to the Holy See. Bishop Pella,
a previous Cleveland Bishop, in a July 1996 meeting between his Secretary,
Chancellor Fr. Wiatrowski and the Holy Love Ministry agreed to this Ecumenical
Status under Canon Law 215, 216 . Thus, per Canon Law it is up to the Vatican to
make the final determination on these messages, although they have asked for
the local Bishop to weigh in on the matter which is common practice.(5) Since all
four Gospels quote Jesus as saying "No prophet is accepted in his own native
place", the Vatican would be negligent to rely on the local Bishop's opinion
without consulting a wide range of other experts, as they have done with
Medjugorje.

Archbishop Gabriel Ganaka

In 1999, the Archbishop of the Catholic Church in Nigeria, Archbishop Gabriel
Gonsum Ganaka, after studying these messages founded an Ecumenical,
International United Hearts Confraternity to study, live and spread these
messages of Holy Love. He stated “these must be studied!” This Archbishop,
now deceased, who had a Doctorate in Theology from Rome, had been appointed
to many significant assignments by both Pope Paul VI and Pope John Paul Il. He
also arranged an audience between Pope John Paul Il and the visionary Maureen
and her husband Don. The attached link takes you to letters of endorsement from
Archbishop Ganaka (http://holylove.org/endorsements.php) and five other
priests, theologians and authors from around the world.(6) These various
endorsements highlight the ecumenical and international nature of the messages
as well as their consistency with Catholic faith and morals.

My Personal Experience

| have personally studied these Holy Love messages daily for over thirteen years,
since before Bishop Lennon’s Decree. | have never found any conflict with
Catholic faith and morals. This visionary has every message checked by her
Spiritual Director (Catholic priests) before they are published. This assures her
that there is no contradiction with Catholic faith and morals. It was a Professed
Catholic Sister in New York who first introduced me to these messages and the
miraculous Rosary of the Unborn given by Heaven here; she attributes her
vocation to Religious life to this Holy Love Ministry.

Scope of the Holy Love Messages
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The Holy Love messages describe in great detail, a step-by-step blueprint for
daily entering God’s Divine Will through the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the
Immaculate Heart of Mary. | can testify this blueprint works and bears great
fruit! Our world desperately needs to learn how to discern and enter the Divine
Will. Fr. Albert J. Hebert, S.M, another Marian expert and author, has also
confirmed these messages are free from error regarding faith and morals.
(7)“...So be it with these messages, perhaps better called "teachings". They are
perfectly in accord with Catholic faith and morals, and indeed, with living a high
spiritual life. Other priests have also evaluated them as good. The teachings in
these messages offer a sure path to perfection. They enlighten us concerning
many virtues. They often offer new insights and present shining spiritual facets
for dealing with our times. They prepare and strengthen us in faith and love, and
in loyalty to and trust in our Eucharistic Christ for the difficult times ahead. They
assure us that Mary is Our Loving Mother, Our Protectress and Refuge.

Medjugorje and Holy Love

A parallel can be found in the apparitions and messages from Holy Love and from
Medjugorje. The Bishops of Mostar, from where the Medjugorje messages have
been coming since 1981, Bishop Ratko Peric and his predecessor, Bishop Pavao
Zanic have likewise declared that nothing supernatural was occurring there.

(8) They, and other Catholic authorities have also tried to prevent pilgrimages
sponsored by Catholics Churches or Catholic organizations. However, Catholic
pilgrims, including over 300,000 priests, bishops and religious still come by the
millions (>30MM), miracles continue to happen and the messages (>10,000) keep
coming from Our Blessed Mother to some of these visionaries.

In August, 1996 the Director of the Holy See's Press Office, Dr. Joaquin Navarro-
Valls, stated: “You cannot say people cannot go there until it has been proven
false. This has not been said, so anyone can go if they want.” (9) Using this same
logic, no Church source has said or documented that the Holy Love messages
are contrary to faith and morals. It follows that no one should discourage people
from going there to pray. In these messages, it is very clear that Jesus and Mary
desire pilgrims to come to the Holy Love site to pray and receive special
supernatural graces such as the Seal of Discernment.

Furthermore, when Bishop Peric stated in 1998 that the alleged Medjugorje
apparitions were not simply lacking evidence of supernaturality, but were in fact
NOT supernatural (i.e. definitively so), the Vatican Secretary of the
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Doctrinal Congregation, Archbishop Bertone said this was only Bishop
Peric’s personal opinion.(10)

After 28 years, in March 2010, in view of continued public interest, the Holy See
announced that the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith was forming an
investigative commission, composed of bishops, theologians, and other experts
to fully investigate the Medjugorje events. (11) My hope is the same will happen
to the Holy Love Messages. Typically the Holy See waits until the messages have
stopped. Both the Medjugorje and Holy Love Messages are still ongoing. Holy
Love Ministries, however, maintains that they are not seeking any Church
approvals.

In 2016, Wayne Weible, publisher of nine books on Medjugorje, published a book
on the Holy Love Messages, Intimate Messages From Heaven (12). In it he

states "It is critical to know that to date no single message or series of messages
given at Holy Love has been described or singled out as contrary to Holy
Scripture, faith or morals or Catholic Church doctrine by any individual or group
or church authority."

Conclusion

Based upon all | have researched, Catholics are free to read, study, pray about
and distribute these messages until the Vatican weighs in definitively. It is also
likely they won’t weigh in until the messages cease or until this visionary is
deceased. In the meantime, Jesus and Mary are trying to save souls throughout
the world, let’s continue to help them. Let’s listen to the advice of Gamaliel to the
Jewish leaders in the first century who tried to stop Our Lord's apostles:

“So now I tell you, have nothing to do with these men, and let them go. For if this
endeavor or this activity is of human origin, it will destroy itself. But if it comes
from God, you will not be able to destroy them; you may even find yourselves
fighting against God.” They were persuaded by him.”Acts 5:38,39

If Jesus and Mary are truly visiting us here in the US to teach us how to enter into
the Divine Will through the Sacred and Immaculate Hearts we should be all

ears! According to Pope Urban VI, if we are unsure of a private revelation, it is
better to believe than not to believe. (13) We should lean in favor of obedience to
our Lord who tells us repeatedly in these messages to “Make this known”.

If Heaven is evangelizing the world using traditional Catholic theology, beliefs
and practices, we should be cheering them on! Let us not miss the hour of our
visitation!

Preguntas frecuentes # 3. ¢ Qué dijo exactamente el Clero de la Iglesia Catélica sobre
los Ministerios de Amor Santo?

El 11 de noviembre de 2009, el ex obispo de Cleveland, Richard Lennon, tomé medidas
con respecto a Holy Love Ministries ubicado en Elyria, Ohio. Antes de esto, sin
embargo, el anterior obispo de Cleveland, Anthony Pilla, y el arzobispo de la Iglesia,
Gabriel Ganaka, habian tomado otras medidas que también pesan sobre este caso,
especialmente en lo que respecta a dos aspectos del derecho canoénico. Permitanme
resumir toda la imagen tal como la he entendido.

Derecho Canénico

Primero, el obispo Lennon, en su decreto de 2009 declaré las apariciones y
revelaciones no de origen sobrenatural y ha prohibido a los sacerdotes catélicos
celebrar los sacramentos en el sitio de Elyria. También amonest6 (alentd) a sus
catolicos diocesanos a no visitar el sitio, pero no los prohibio. (1)

El obispo Lennon no se dirigio a los peregrinos de la Diécesis que no sean los suyos.
Ademas, no le dijo a los catodlicos diocesanos de Cleveland que se abstuvieran de leer
o estudiar los mensajes del Amor Santo que estan disponibles en Internet. Desde 1966,
la ley canonica permite que todos los catélicos lean, hablen, escriban y distribuyan
revelaciones privadas sin la aprobacién de la Iglesia, siempre que no sean contrarias a
las ensefianzas de la Iglesia con respecto a la fe y la moral. El Catecismo de la Iglesia
Catolica dice que leyendo y estudiando la revelacion privada, los fieles pueden
"discernir y acoger en estas revelaciones lo que constituye un auténtico llamado de
Cristo" (2) Si los catolicos no podian leer esto, ¢como podian "discernir"? y
bienvenido"?

La Diocesis de Cleveland tenia un panel de doctores y teélogos que estudiaban estos
mensajes ya en 1983. (3) Si los hubieran encontrado contrarios a la fe y la moral, el
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Obispo Lennon lo hubiera dicho, pero no lo hizo. Reverendo Frank Kenney S.M., ST.D.
- Doctor en Teologia Mariana, la Universidad Catolica de América fue el Director
Espiritual de este visionario durante muchos afios y conoce el contenido de los
mensajes y el personaje de la visionaria, Maureen Sweeney-Kyle, mejor que ningun
otro. P. Kenney afirma estos mensajes: "El mensaje fundamental del Amor Santo es el
corazon y el centro de las ensefianzas de Cristo y Su Iglesia. Amar a Dios y amar a
nuestro projimo resume todas sus ensefianzas ". También explica este aspecto de la
ley candnica sobre nuestra libertad para leer, hablar y estudiar revelaciones privadas.

Segundo, Holy Love Ministries no es un ministerio exclusivamente "catolico” sino que
es ecumeénico e internacional. Es "catolico” como en "universal”. Desde 1994, Nuestro
Sefior y Su Madre han dirigido estos mensajes del Cielo a "todos los pueblos y todas
las naciones". Bajo la Ley Candnica, un ministerio Ecuménico Catdlico no esta sujeto a
la autoridad del Obispo local, sino a la Santa Sede. EIl Obispo Pella, un Obispo de
Cleveland anterior, en una reunion de julio de 1996 entre su Secretario, el Canciller P.
Wiatrowski y el Ministerio de Amor Santo acordaron este Estatus Ecuménico bajo la
Ley Candnica 215, 216. Por lo tanto, segun el Derecho Candnico, depende del
Vaticano tomar la determinacion final sobre estos mensajes, aunque han pedido al
Obispo local que reflexione sobre el asunto que es una practica comun. (5) Dado que
los cuatro Evangelios citan a Jesus como diciendo "Ningun profeta es aceptado en su
propio lugar natal", el Vaticano seria negligente al confiar en la opinién del obispo local
sin consultar a una amplia gama de otros expertos, como lo han hecho con Medjugorije.

Arzobispo Gabriel Ganaka

En 1999, el arzobispo de la Iglesia Catolica en Nigeria, el arzobispo Gabriel Gonsum
Ganaka, después de estudiar estos mensajes fund6 una Confraternidad Ecuménica
Internacional de Corazones Unidos para estudiar, vivir y difundir estos mensajes de
Amor Santo. El declar6 "jestos deben ser estudiados!" Este Arzobispo, ahora fallecido,
gue tenia un Doctorado en Teologia de Roma, habia sido nombrado para muchas
tareas importantes tanto por el Papa Pablo VI como por el Papa Juan Pablo Il. También
organizo6 una audiencia entre el Papa Juan Pablo Il y la visionaria Maureen y su esposo
Don. El enlace adjunto lo lleva a las cartas de aprobacién del Arzobispo Ganaka
(http://holylove.org/endorsements.php) y otros cinco sacerdotes, teélogos y autores de
todo el mundo. (6) Estos diversos endosos destacan la naturaleza ecuménica e
internacional de los mensajes, asi como su coherencia con la fe y la moral catolica.

Mi experiencia personal

Personalmente he estudiado estos mensajes de Amor Santo diariamente durante mas
de trece afnos, desde antes del Decreto del Obispo Lennon. Nunca he encontrado



ningun conflicto con la fe y la moral catélica. Este visionario tiene cada mensaje
revisado por su Director espiritual (sacerdotes catolicos) antes de que se publiquen.
Esto le asegura que no hay contradiccion con la fe y la moral catdlica. Fue una
Hermana Catdlica Profesa en Nueva York que me present6 por primera vez a estos
mensajes y al milagroso Rosario de los No Nacidos dado por el Cielo aqui; ella atribuye
su vocacion al Vida religiosa a este Santo Ministerio de Amor.

Alcance de los Mensajes de Amor Santo

Los mensajes del Amor Santo describen en gran detalle, un plan paso a paso para
entrar diariamente en la Divina Voluntad de Dios a través del Sagrado Corazon de
Jesus y el Inmaculado Corazon de Maria. jPuedo testificar que este modelo funciona y
da grandes frutos! Nuestro mundo necesita desesperadamente aprender cémo
discernir e ingresar a la Voluntad Divina. P. Albert J. Hebert, S.M, otro experto y autor
mariano, también ha confirmado que estos mensajes estan libres de error con respecto
alafe yla moral. (7) "... Asi sea con estos mensajes, quizas mejor llamados"
ensefanzas ". Estan perfectamente de acuerdo con la fe y la moral catdlica, y de
hecho, con una vida espiritual elevada.

Las ensefianzas en estos mensajes ofrecen un camino seguro a la
perfeccion. Nos iluminan sobre muchas virtudes. A menudo ofrecen nuevos puntos de
vista y presentes facetas espirituales brillantes para lidiar con nuestros tiempos.

Nos aseguran que Maria es
nuestra Madre Amorosa, Nuestra Protectora y Refugio.

Medjugorje y Amor Santo

Un paralelo se puede encontrar en las apariciones y mensajes de Holy Love y de
Medjugorje. Los Obispos de Mostar, de donde han venido los mensajes de Medjugorje
desde 1981, el Obispo Ratko Peric y su predecesor, el Obispo Pavao Zanic, también
han declarado que nada sobrenatural estaba ocurriendo alli. (8) Ellos y otras
autoridades catélicas también han tratado de evitar las peregrinaciones patrocinadas
por iglesias catoélicas u organizaciones catélicas. Sin embargo, los peregrinos catdlicos,
gue incluyen mas de 300,000 sacerdotes, obispos y religiosos siguen llegando por
millones (> 30MM), los milagros continlan sucediendo y los mensajes (> 10,000)
contintan viniendo de Nuestra Santisima Madre a algunos de estos visionarios.

En agosto de 1996, el Director de la Oficina de Prensa de la Santa Sede, Dr. Joaquin
Navarro-Valls, declaré: "No se puede decir que las personas no puedan ir alli hasta que
se demuestre que es falso. Esto no se ha dicho, asi que cualquiera puede irse si



quieren ". (9) Usando esta misma légica, ninguna fuente de la Iglesia ha dicho o
documentado que los mensajes de Amor Santo son contrarios a la fe y la moral. Se
deduce que nadie deberia desalentar a las personas de ir alli a orar. En estos
mensajes, es muy claro que Jesus y Maria desean que los peregrinos vengan al sitio
del Amor Santo para orar y recibir gracias especiales sobrenaturales como el Sello del
Discernimiento.

Ademas, cuando el obispo Peric declaré en 1998 que las presuntas apariciones de
Medjugorje no carecian simplemente de evidencia de sobrenaturalidad, sino que de
hecho no eran sobrenaturales (es decir, definitivamente), el secretario de la
Congregacion Doctrinal del Vaticano, monsefior Bertone, dijo que esto era solo opinion.
(10)

Después de 28 afios, en marzo de 2010, en vista del continuo interés publico, la Santa
Sede anuncié que la Congregacion para la Doctrina de la Fe estaba formando una
comision de investigacion compuesta por obispos, te6logos y otros expertos para
investigar a fondo los acontecimientos de Medjugorje. (11) Mi esperanza es que le pase
lo mismo a los Mensajes de Amor Santo. Tipicamente, la Santa Sede espera hasta que
los mensajes se hayan detenido. Tanto el Medjugorje como los Mensajes de Amor
Santo todavia estan en curso. Holy Love Ministries, sin embargo, sostiene que no estan
buscando ninguna aprobacion de la Iglesia.

En 2016, Wayne Weible, editor de nueve libros sobre Medjugorje, publicé un libro sobre
los Mensajes de Amor Santo, Mensajes intimos del Cielo (12). En él declara que "es
fundamental saber que hasta la fecha ningin mensaje o serie de mensajes dados en
Holy Love ha sido descrito o sefialado como contrario a las Sagradas Escrituras, la fe o
la moral o la doctrina de la Iglesia Catdlica por cualquier individuo, grupo o iglesia
autoridad."

Conclusion

Con base en todo lo que he investigado, los catélicos son libres de leer, estudiar, orar y
distribuir estos mensajes hasta que el Vaticano lo considere definitivo. También es
probable que no influyan hasta que cesen los mensajes o0 hasta que este visionario
haya fallecido. Mientras tanto, Jesus y Maria estan tratando de salvar almas en todo el
mundo, sigamos ayudandolos. Escuchemos el consejo de Gamaliel a los lideres judios
en el primer siglo que intentaron detener a los apodstoles de Nuestro Sefior:

"Asi que ahora te digo, no tienes nada que ver con estos hombres, y déjalos ir. Porque
si este esfuerzo o esta actividad es de origen humano, se destruird a si mismo. Pero si



proviene de Dios, no podras destruirlos; incluso pueden encontrarse luchando contra
Dios. "Ellos fueron persuadidos por él". Hechos 5: 38,39

Si Jesus y Maria nos estan realmente visitando aqui en los Estados Unidos para
ensefarnos cdmo entrar en la Voluntad Divina a través de los Corazones Sagrados e
Inmaculados, jdeberiamos ser todos oidos! Segun el Papa Urbano VIII, si no estamos
seguros de una revelacion privada, es mejor creer que no creer. (13) Debemos
inclinarnos a favor de la obediencia a nuestro Sefior, que nos dice repetidamente en
estos mensajes: "Haz que esto se sepa”.

Si el Cielo esta evangelizando al mundo usando teologia, creencias y practicas
catélicas tradicionales, jdeberiamos alentarlos! jNo perdamos la hora de nuestra visita!
